Q: When we listed our home for sale our Broker found that the square footage we were told when we purchased is
different from what is recorded on our property tax records. What figure should be used?

A: There may be several reasons the square footage figures are different. If there has been an addition to the house
and the previous owner did not receive a building permit, then that section of the house may not be recorded on the
tax records. Also, check the figuresto seeif the previous owner included the garage in their calculation. Often,
only the area of the home that is heated and cooled, referred to as the living space, isincluded in the square footage.

In the listing information your real estate agent should disclose the source of the square footage figure, and state that
prospective buyers should verify the square footage if it isimportant to them.

The best way to determine the accurate square footage of your homeisto use a professional Appraiser.
